	STUDENT PERFORMANCE EVALUATION

	Students are assessed in the following ways*:

1. During classes and laboratory exercises
2. In the writing and presentation of papers/exercises (Individual or Group). 3. At the end of the course with written examinations (Short and Extended Answer Questions)
