	Through the detailed description of human development during the first years of life, this course’s goal is to familiarize students with the field of Developmental Psychology. This includes the fundamental principles, key issues, influential theories, as well as contemporary theoretical and research approaches. First, the course presents the history of the field of Developmental Psychology and discusses the needs that led to the systematic study of human development. It introduces the core issues that concern the field, research methods, and ethical considerations related to research involving children.

Moreover, it describes prenatal development and essential findings in Prenatal Psychology. Finally, starting from infancy and extending to middle childhood, taking into account the biological changes occurring at each stage, this course discusses the most significant achievements of humans in terms of cognitive, emotional, and social development.
