	The course is theoretical in nature. Students will become familiar with concepts such as:
(a) the formation of the concept of citizenship in antiquity and today
(b) psychological contexts in relation to the formation of the concept of citizenship
(c) the relationship between political thought and human psychology (forms of correlation between political behaviour and human psychosynthesis)
(d) the influence of political thought on human psychosynthesis, under the influence of discursive psychology
(e) the relationship between political science and political psychology as an epistemological discipline
(g) the formation of political psychology under the influence of post-modern and ultra-modern approaches
(f) the psychological profile of contemporary voters
(h) gender dimensions of politics
Political psychology is an interdisciplinary academic discipline concerned with the analysis of the relationships between socio-psychological and political processes. It studies the ideology, political thinking and behaviour of individuals and groups and aims to understand the relationship between individuals and the political-institutional context in which they (interact). Topics of study include:
(a) the concept of citizenship and citizenship
b) the concept of citizenship and the concept of citizenship; b) leadership and identity politics
(c) nationalism, racism, fascism, political violence and radicalisation
(d) social cohesion and social conflict, migration, identities and rights
(e) political participation, collective action, electoral behaviour
